WARNING

U.S. Criminal code title 18, chapter 13 sections 241 & 242 make it a felony to use or conspire to use color of law to enforce a code or regulation which results in the violation of a persons rights. Violators will be prosecuted!

Section 241: Conspiracy against Rights Of Citizens
If two or more persons conspire to injure, oppress, threaten or intimidate any citizen in the free exercise or enjoyment of any right or privilege secured to him by the constitution or laws of the united states, or because of his having exercised the same: Or if two or more persons go in disguise on the highway, or on the premises of another, with the intent to prevent or hinder his free exercise or enjoyment of any right or privilege so secured they shall be fined not more than $10,000 or imprisoned not more than 10 years, or both: and if death results, they shall be subject to imprisonment for any term of years or for life.
Section 242: Deprivation of Rights Under Color Of Law 
Whoever, under color of any law, statute, ordinance, regulation, or custom, willfully subjects any inhabitant of any state, territory, or district to the deprivation of any rights, privileges, or immunities secured or protected by the constitution or laws of the united states, or to different punishments, pains or penalties, on account of such inhabitant being an alien, or by reason of his color, or race, than are prescribed for the punishment of citizens, shall be fined not more than $1,000 or imprisoned not more than one year, or both: and if death results shall be subject to imprisonment for any term of years or for life. 
Title 42 U.S.C. sec. 1983: "when two or more persons conspire to use force, intimidation or threat, or to injure a person, and deprives them of the rights and privileges as a united states citizen, the party injured may have an action for the recovery of damages, occasioned by such injury or deprivation, against any one or more of the conspirators" 
COURT CITES

Harlow v. Fitzgearld (1982) 457 U.S. 800 102 S.ct. 2727, 73 L.ed2d 396, the supreme court of the united States stated: "We therefor hold that government officials performing discretionary functions generally are shielded from liability for civil damages insofar as their conduct does not violate clearly established statutory or constitutional RIGHTS of which a reasonable person would have known."(emphasis added) (102 s.ct., at 2738) ••••• 
“a reasonably competent public official should know the law governing his conduct…" (emphasis added) (102 S.ct at 2739) 
"By defining the limits of qualified immunity essentially in objective terms, we provide no license to lawless conduct…” (emphasis added) (102 s.ct., at 2739).

Doyle v. Wilson, 529 F.Supp. 1343 (1982),  Any person who is found violating the rights of a Citizen may be subject to the damages sustained by the individual and the costs of the action together with attorney fees. See. Violation of 18 USC §§241, 242; 42 USC §§1983, 1985 1986 shall subject you personally and may also subject you to fines of up to $10,000.00, and imprisonment for up to ten years, or both.
Thus The supreme Court outlined the contours of the qualified immunity doctrine in Harlow: We affirm on the basis of qualified immunity alone." 

You as a government official, are charged with both knowing the law governing your conduct and with obeying the law. 

Remember, you can be sued personally in a civil action for violation of my constitutional rights. A civil action does not depend upon the willingness of a district attorney to prosecute.
